My plans are to 

devote quality time to coaching, 

engaging opportunities, develop-

ing ministry, and responding to 

the challenges in our district and 

annual conference.   I will also 

be more available to preach and 

teach in the churches of our dis-

trict and will be glad to come 

with an invitation.
